The RFI stood at 173 Points for the month of May 2010, registering an increase of 2 Point over May 2009.
IRFI Trend for May  2010 :  

For Metros Ex – Delhi rates registered highest increase by 3.88% and Ex - Kolkata rates registered highest decrease by 6.32%. 
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Automobiles: 
The overall production data for April 2010 shows production growth of 37% over same month last year. This is the first month of the year and the industry has maintained the momentum
Passenger Vehicles segment in April 2010 grew at 34% over same month last year. Passenger Cars grew by 40%, Utility Vehicles grew by 12% and Multi Purpose Vehicles grew by 27% in April 2010 over April 2009.

For the month of April 2010, three wheelers sales recorded a growth rate of 20%, Goods Carriers also grew at 20%.
Commercial Vehicles:
The overall Commercial Vehicles segment registered positive growth at 65 % in the month of April 2010 as compared to the same period last year. While Medium & Heavy Commercial Vehicles grew at 103%, Light Commercial Vehicles grew at 42%. 
Forecast for June 2010:

The RFI in June 2009 over June 2008 registered a decrease by 1.42% and 0.13% increase over May 2008. The RFI stood at 170.88 for the month of June 2009 over 170.75 for the month of May 2008 registering an increase by 0.13%. The RFI for the month of June 2010 can be expected to increase marginally.
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
